PRINCIPALS MESSAGE

Kia ora

It has been an exciting 2 weeks with the opening of our new adventure playground and using our new
school intercom system (which plays music as well as bells!). The children have really enjoyed the new
adventure playground, challenging themselves on the equipment and enjoying the opportunity to have fun
together. A big thank you to the Board of Trustees for having the foresight to save money over the past few
years for this substantial project and to the PTA ($20,000), Rata Foundation ($20,000) and the Ministry of
Education ($20,000) for your amazing support! Our previous playground has been in storage and will be sold
to an organisation that would benefit from this - if you know of any interested parties please let them and us
know! A full Property Update will follow in the next week.

It was with reluctance that the Board of Trustees accepted the resignation of Mr Jack Oldridge at our
meeting last week. Mr O has been a teacher, team leader and deputy principal at Kaiapoi North School
for nearly 32 years and his contribution to our school has been nothing short of immense. It is difficult to
sum up how much Mr O means to our school as he has touched so many lives during his time here for which
we will be eternally grateful. Mr O will be retiring at Queen’s Birthday weekend (end of week 5, term 2).
There will be an appropriate send off for Mr O at that time including an assembly and a function - watch this
space!

I have also been fortunate to have been awarded a sabbatical in term 3 which allows me to have the
term away from school to research and develop our play based learning philosophy further, visiting other
schools around NZ in the process. We are fortunate to have internal expertise that will cover for Mr O’s
retirement and for my sabbatical. Mrs Dawn Anderson will fill Mr O’s position for the remainder of the
year, apart from term 3 when she will be Acting Principal for me. Also stepping up in roles will be Mrs
Steph Hunter and Mrs Felicity Fahey who will share our second deputy principal role in the second half
of term 2 and during term 4. In term 3 Mrs Hunter and Mrs Fahey will both be acting deputy
principals. This will mean release teachers will be employed for Room 13 and 20 for these periods. We will
keep the families in these spaces informed as these appointments are made.

Congratulations to our Totara Team who recently participated in their Outdoor Education camp at
Wainui. I was thrilled and proud to receive feedback from staff, parents and camp staff about our Year 7/8’s
behaviour and positive attitude. A huge thank you Mrs Steph Hunter and our wonderful team of teachers and
support staff for your fantastic organisation, motivation and support of our children throughout each camp -
your time, effort and enthusiasm is most appreciated. A big thank you also to our camp parents. These camps
do not go ahead without your commitment, enthusiasm and support - on behalf of the children, teachers and
other parents thank you so much!

Well done to our Year 7/8 cricket teams which both had exciting games but close losses in the North
Canterbury final of Milo Cup and Trophy competitions last week. Our Boys team scored 89 runs to Woodend’s
94 runs, and our Girls team scored 28 runs to Ashgrove’s 32 runs. Both teams had a terrific all round team
effort with impressive contributions from Max Dunbar 47 (runs), Tyler Burns 18, Annaliese Gibson 13.

Kia Ora, greetings to you all

Over the last few weeks I have been most heartened with many examples
of our school’s community spirit. While on camp with the Year 5/ 6
children, their teachers and parents, many of the children went out of their
way to support the needs of others. Having spoken to Mrs Fahey,
syndicate leader, she was able to provide me with numerous examples of
her children encouraging others to “be brave,” and to give new challenges
a go, while also providing wonderful encouragement when they saw a
need. Mrs Fahey also noted that the children who had some apprehension
at first, once succeeding, where the ones that quickly saw their role to
become the support people for others. It is within this type of camaraderie
that new friendships are formed, and an opportunity to grow
relationships.

Mrs Hunter, syndicate leader of our Year 7 / 8 children, also had a very
positive message regarding her team.

The funds go directly back to the families of
this school to ensure no child misses out on opportunities across our
school.
