PRINCIPALS MESSAGE
Kia ora
We are very proud of the way our KNS Values and Beliefs guide all 
that we do in the classroom, playground and in the many 
opportunities we offer our children. At our last 2 assemblies we have 
given out our first Values and Beliefs certificates that celebrate 
and encourage our children’s “Growing Excellence”. Each Value 
and Belief has it’s own certificate - if your child is receiving a 
certificate (1 per class presented at assembly) you will be contacted 
early in the week.  

On Thursday and Friday we welcome 9 Auckland principals and 
20 North Canterbury principals to our school. These groups of 
principals are visiting our school to learn more about our 
collaborative teaching, use of blogs and digital literacy and to view 
our new and refurbished spaces. I am always proud to show visitors 
around our school and to share the hard work of our students, staff and 
Board of Trustees!  

On Fridays all 287 of our Year 5-8 students are playing in KNS winter sports teams in the North Canterbury 
Friday afternoon competition.
