Our school’s new Values and Beliefs.

Presently we are working with our children to slowly embed our
school’s new set of Values and Beliefs. These consist of: To be able
to Connect, Respect, Create, Reflect and to Be Brave. As a staff
we see this as a daily exercise to help our children understand what
each value would look like, sound like and feel like as they
become a part of our school culture. Each learning space has its
own way of celebrating with their children when they observe them
using these values, and for now, while this is low key, it is an
opportunity for us all to reflect and review what we will ultimately
decide on as a school wide practice.

Play, Eat, Learn

A number of schools around Christchurch have introduced a new
strategy to help provide a calm, settled environment for learning
opportunities - that is Play, Eat and then Learn.

Research has shown that the body responds differently to playing
and eating. Eating tends to calm while playing tends to heighten the
body’s response. When eating happens after play, the body has a
chance to calm which supports the children to be in a better place
for learning.

Over the next two weeks, weeks 9 and 10, we will trial this
approach over lunchtime. Week 11 will be a time to reflect and help
us make a more informed decision around whether we should
continue with this approach in Term 2.

Our school’s Breakfast Club, continues to be successful from
Tuesday through Thursday. We welcome any child or family to
attend. Weetbix, toast and milk will be available to any student who
chooses to participate.

And remember, that if there is anything that is of concern for you,
we encourage the opportunity to work with you to seek a positive
outcome for all.
